Year 6 Summer 2 Newsletter

	English
In writing, pupils will be focussing on writing a range of shorter tasks (narratives, dramatic conversations and setting descriptions) all within the context of our class book ‘The Tsunami Quilt: Grandfather’s Story’ by Anthony D. Fredericks.

Each pupil will continue being given a book at their level to read for enjoyment at home. Books will be expected in school each Friday. On this day, they will be checked/changed each Friday morning and progress on a class chart logged with certificates for milestones of the number of books read. 



	Maths
In maths, pupils will continue to apply their learning through a thematic challenge: ‘Theme Park Maths’. Pupils will tackle a range of tasks in order to create, set up and run a fictional theme park of their own devising. 


	Geography

Our ‘active planet’ is the driver topic in geography this half term. In week one, pupils will learn the key physical features of the earth, which makes it active with volcanoes, tsunamis and earthquakes, and famous historical events and locations. In the second week, we will be learning about earthquakes and how they cause tsunamis. Finally, the pupils will look in detail at the the 2004 Boxing Day tsunami and its impact upon Sri Lanka. 


	Science

The topic for science will be ‘Living Things and their habitats’. After re-capping previous learning, pupils will be learning about different living organisms and how to classify them using branching data bases. 



	French/ PSHE

French and PSHE will take place each Friday afternoon. 
In PSHE, the topic is ‘Changing Me’ where we will be factually teaching the changes of adolescence. In French, the long term plan can be found on the schools’ website. 


	Music
Later in the half-term, we will creating a score for a silent film in music. 



	Art

This half-term, pupils will look in more detail at the street artist Banksy. They will know a range of his famous pieces of work and have a go at creating their own versions of his work. 


	P.E
In the first week ONLY, P.E will be on Wednesday and Friday.
After that, all classes have P.E on Monday and Wednesday. 

The topics will be rounders and athletics.
Please ensure your child has the correct kit (yellow polo shirt and black shorts – available for purchase from reception), including footwear (trainers/pumps). Pupils without the correct kit will not be able to take part on health and safety grounds.
