	English

Writing

This term’s English will be based on the book, The Storm Whale.  
Over the course of the half-term, pupils will read the text together as a class and complete a number of writing activities linked to the events of the story.

Reading

We would like parents to access ‘Rising Stars Online Library’ with their children – most children in year 2 know their login and passwords if not, they will be being sent out again before the end of summer term.  Remember we swap books every Friday and children receive class rewards for remembering to bring their books bag ready to swap.   Please speak to your child’s teacher if you have lost books or haven’t swapped for a while.  

	Maths

In maths, we will be working on position and direction, measures including time and some basic formal maths for addition and subtraction.  We would like children to recap x2s, x5s & x10s at home and begin to look at x4s and 3s.  
Children can also access ‘TT Rockstars’ online and they simply login using the same password for their Rising Stars account.

	Geography & History
The topic for this half term is the seaside and we will also be looking at plans and maps.  
We are going to Lytham St Annes to sea how life is like at the seaside compared to life in Chadderton.  We will also spend some time looking at life at he seaside in the past.

	Science

The topic for the three weeks following the Victorians will be light. In the topic, children will learn about light sources, shadows, colours and how we see objects using the human eye.

	PSHE
We are looking at the topic ‘Changing Me’.  Children will be learning to recognise the physical differences between boys and girls, use the correct names for parts of the body and appreciate that some parts of their body are private.
